•  He died when he was 
about 19 years old. 

•  Tutankhamon was in 
love with Nefertiti’s 
daughter.

•  The king had many 
responsibilities: 

•  To keep Egypt safe 
•  Made decision to do 
war 

•  He made offerings to 
the gods. 

•  Viewed as a bridge 
between Osiris  and 
humans. 



The most famous pharaohs 

•  The Egyptians civilization 
lasted for about 3000 
years 

•  In this period there had 
been 170 pharaohs 

•  Menes , Tutankhamon, 
Nefertiti , Remess 2 and 
Cleopatra were the 
among  famous pharaohs. 

•  Remess 2 had a pet lion. 



When they found Tutankhamon  

•  Tutankhamon‘s tomb was 
found in 1922 by Howard 
Carter in the the Valley of 
The Kings. 

•  Carter called Tutankhamon 
the gold king. 
Tutankhamon had the 
most gold of all the 
pharaohs of Egypt.  

•  5 years to find and 10 
years to study. 
Tutankhamon had over 55 
objects. 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
