Dear Parents,

The Primary and EC departments at Ambrit are adopting a new progress and semester report card. This decision follows 2 years of
work by a volunteer group of teachers from all levels who have researched various reports used in other international schools. Their
findings have been discussed with their departments and administrators in order to evaluate if the final outcomes are a valid
reflection of the content and learning standards at Ambrit in every grade level.

The need for change was identified as follows:

1. The need for a report card that reflected clearly the academic development of each child through clear demonstration of
attainment of expected grade level skills and concepts.

2. The need to align our report cards to the standards and benchmarks currently adopted by our school as shown in our
curriculum maps.

3. The need for a report card that allows students to be more aware of what is expected of them.

Teachers: more consistency among teachers in the same grade and throughout the school as all students are evaluated on the
same grade-appropriate skills.

Parents: a more detailed outline of the grade level expectations and student level of achievement in each of the major academic
areas at different times of the year.

What are standards?
Standards indicate what students should know and be able to do . Learning Standards for each content area subject and grade span
are identified and selected by the school.

What standards does Ambrit use?
Ambrit has selected standards from Mcrel and the Italian National Curriculum for social studies and science, the National
Curriculum for mathematics and Literacy.

What is a standards based report card?
A standards-based report card lists the most important skills students should learn in each subject at a particular grade level.

How does the Standards-Based Report Card compare to the letter grade system?

Letter grades measure how well students do in comparison to their classmates and individual achievement. The Standards—Based
report card measures how well and individual student is doing in relation to the grade level standards. This gives parents a better
understanding of their child’s strengths and weaknesses and encourages all students to do their best.

What are Performance Levels?

Levels will be used on the Standards-Based-Report Card (Working above expectations etc....) to indicate a student’s level of
understanding and performance based on the standards that are set for the entire year.

On the back of this sheet you will find the performance level rubric that further explains how they will be applied to the progress and
semester repot-cards.

Primary students will be receiving progress reports this Friday November 9. The new progress report already reflects this change.
On the week of November 12 we will have Primary Open House, it will be a time to speak about children’s progress thus far and
receive further information on the progress report.
